Reverend Pedro Pablo Tarquino Manzanares met his Lord and Savior on
September 30, 2021, after battling cancer for seven years. He was passionate
about studying the scriptures and will be remembered as a loving father and
husband.

Pedro was born on June 29, 1952, in Facatativa, Colombia. Having a gift for
numbers, in his early years he earned a Civil Engineering degree. However,
he was soon called to ministry, and the rest of his life he served as a Pastor.
With his wife Cecilia, they would come to the USA and study at the Reformed
Theological Seminary, where Pedro would earn a PhD in Intercultural Studies.
Together they had three children: Alejandra, Pablo, and Jonathan. He was
extremely proud to have met his first grandson: Nathaniel. He is also survived
by his mother, Maria, and seven siblings: Daniel, Juan, Jael, Ester, David,
Ezequiel and Elias.

His lifelong dream was to restore some of the brokenness of his home country
by giving the most under-privileged children of Colombia the highest quality
education. To his last days he worked on this project which he named
“Fundacion Educar para una Nueva Sociedad (FENS).”
